
 

Prof. Trivedi Appointed on a Panel to Improve US Government Performance 

 

On August 28, 2017, Prof. Prajapati Trivedi was appointed as a member of the Project Panel 

to prepare a White Paper on use of data and analytics to improve organizational health and 

performance within government agencies. This White Paper has been commissioned by the 

Office of Management and Budget (OMB), the department leading the US President’s 

government-wide management reform effort. This Project Panel was appointed by the 

Standing Panel on Executive Organization and Management of the National Academy of 

Public Administration (NAPA).
