•Using the basic template provided, write up your business idea or venture. 

•An evaluation fee of Rs. 1000 is payable online on submission of the idea. 

•Please Note: the submissions portal will open only on 23rd July 2010. However,  
the submission templates will be available on 7th July. we urge you to download 
the template and start working on your plan at the earliest. 

Write an Executive Summary

•If your idea is shortlisted, we may send you a questionnaire on specific aspects of
your plan. You will have 7 days to respond.

•We may also conduct telephonic interviews with shortlisted teams.

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Am I eligible to 
participate?

•You have the passion for creating social change through sustainable business
enterprise. Teams of 2 to 4 individuals can participate.

•You are not currently a full-time student. The ISB iDiya Challenge is aimed at
working professionals in India. No team member must be currently enrolled in an
educational institution pursuing a full-time program.

Yes, if…

•The proposed business plans will be evaluated on the following parameters:

•Measurable quantitative and qualitative social impact.

•Ease of implementation and economic feasibility of the idea.

•Scalability and sustainability.
